GINGER BEER BATTER

(As used in end of month dinner)
250ml ginger beer

1/2 cup all purpose flour

1/2 cup cornstarch

1 teaspoon garlic powder

1/2 teaspoon lemon pepper

1 teaspoon baking powder

1 cup flour (extra) for rolling.

In a bowl mix flour, cornstarch, spices and baking powder.

Add small amounts of ginger beer, whisking vigorously to
avoid lumps. Keep adding ginger beer till batter is me-
dium consistency. Rest batter for 30 minutes in fridge.
Roll fish fillets in extra flour till covered. Dip in batter. Fry
in hot oil till golden brown.
